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IMPORTING YOUR PET

Upon arrival of your animal into the USA, U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP), USDA/APHIS, the Center for Disease Control (CDC), and often the Fish & Wildlife Service may all require notification.  

Each of these agencies has the right to hold your animal until all of their requirements have been met.

We are here to help!  Coppersmith Global Logistics is a Licensed Customs Broker who works on your behalf to file the information that you provide, in a format satisfactory to each agency, in order to obtain release of your pet through these U.S. governmental regulatory agencies.  We are not a carrier, handling agent, or government agency, so we have no contact with your animal and are not responsible for the physical handling, location, disposition, or release of your animal.  We just want to help you get your pet!

REQUIRED IMPORT DOCUMENTS

Owner/Breeder/Importer

The following documents are needed from you, 24 hours prior to your pet’s arrival into the U.S.A. 

All documents must be in English, valid, and legible.  Some forms can be found on our website.

· Power of Attorney:  signed by consignee, showing IRS# or Social Security Number

· U.S. Government issued Identification: Drivers License, Passport or Visa

· Foreign Importer (non-US citizen): We can apply for a Customs Assigned Number for you.

            In this situation, please show your foreign address on the Power of Attorney.  

Proof of identity is required

Pet/Animal

Entry into the United States requires the following documents regarding your animal.

Documents must show your pet’s name, date of birth, gender, species, and breed.

· Invoice for Customs purpose—showing description, ownership, value (proforma available on website)

· Health Certificates--Rabies Certificate, Vaccination Card, Screwworm Statement, other

· Airline Air Waybill 

· Photo of your pet

SPECIAL NOTES: Original documents are required and release times will vary depending on species and workload in each individual port of arrival. Animals appearing sick or without proper permits or health certificates may be detained and quarantined, or refused admittance and exported at owner’s expense.  Coppersmith handling fees still apply.

Dogs must be at least 4 months of age to be imported as personal pets, and no less than 6 months old for resale with appropriate Permit.  All dogs are required to have been immunized for rabies unless originating from a rabies free country. See list: https://www.cdc.gov/importation/rabies-free-countries.html
